 Greetings from OLMCS! I am happy to 
share our annual August Summer Update 
especially as some of you are wondering, "What 
will school look like this year?" Although we 
continue to be in a constant state of change as a 
result of the pandemic, there are some glimmers 
of hope for the new school year as the most up-to
-date guidance from Public Health reflects a 
growing body of research about COVID-19. 
 
 Our Monday-Thursday daily schedule 
will return to 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. with more 
expedient morning drop off (beginning at 7:40) 
since we will no longer need to do daily 
temperature checks. For now we will keep Friday 
as an early dismissal day from 8 a.m. to 12:20 
p.m. to allow for staff collaboration and planning 
time both related to student learning and school 
safety as we weather the end of the pandemic. 
On a positive note, the requirement for cohorting 
has been lifted meaning we will once again be 
able to offer Extended Day Care for K-8 each day 
(including Fridays) until 5:15 p.m. 
 
 We will continue to hammer out the 
details of other protocols in light of the updated 
guidance, relative to our school. If you would like 
to read the full guidance from the CA 
Department of Public Health. 
 
 I am feeling excited for the many updates 
for the new school year. I have broken the 
message into a series of blurbs below for easier 
reading and to allow you to quickly reference 
different topics. I hope you all are enjoying a 
great summer, and I look forward to a wonderful
