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From Our Principal’s Desk.........

It was a pleasure to sit in the pew on Mother’s Day last weekend and see several sweet, wiggly little
children in front of my family. I remember those days! Mass some weekends felt like a wrestling match, and
I left more exhausted than edified. But I also remember a parishioner once stopping to thank me for bring-~
ing my children to mass and that although I might not always feel like I am getting much from the Mass
other than simply being present, that others received so much joy from the babbles and sometimes cries em-
anating from our young family. This reminds me of the message from Pope Francis at World Youth Day a
few years ago when he said to young people, “You are not the tomorrow; you are the NOW of God.” Chil-~
dren are such an important part of our Church bringing vibrance and joy (and noise) into our faith lives.

As adults we bring the faith to our children and model it in our practice and lives. However, working in
a Catholic school, it often strikes me that we should also look to our children for what they do for the
Church right now. By witnessing the earnestness and awe children bring to learning about our faith or in
the Sacrament of First Holy Communion that we recently celebrated with our second graders, it can reignite
a sense of wonder in us. The next time we hear someone talking about children being the future of the
Church, I hope we can instead think of how our children open our eyes to the faith NOW.
